	Time:  Two class periods

	Subject: Spanish language verb forms: using Corridos from Mexican Culture to recognize usage 
	Topic: Fusion: Corridos to Nortec


	Anticipatory
Set:
	· Play three You-tube videos : Traditional corrido, Narco corrido, and Nortec


	Objectives and
Purpose:
	Students will be able to:

· Identify some aspects of Mexican Culture through the evolving genre of the corrido and its modern day adaptations
· Recognize grammatical forms (such as past tense forms of the preterite and the imperfect and subjunctive forms) through an analysis of the lyrics
· Analyze usage patterns using contextual cues



	Materials:
	· Computer with Internet access and ability to play audio

· Note-taking materials
· Textbook

· Bilingual Dictionary



	Input:
	· Bibliography of resources
· List of You-tube videos

· Copies of Corrido/Narcocorrido/Nortec lyrics

· Lyric sheets with verb forms replaced by underlined blanks for close passage exercise

	Modeling:
	· Identify verb forms and their related tenses 

· Demonstrate how to use cloze passage for listening practice by doing one of four stanzas

· Play the music once for listening

· Play the music again pausing to listen for key words (verbs).
· Play the third time to fill in the blanks




	Check for
Understanding:
	· Review answers
· Identify the tense of each underlined verb

· Analyze for usage:  What context cues tell us why that form has been used?

	Guided Practice:
	· Break into small groups

· Students choose corridos from bibliography provided and listen for forms and key vocabulary and make note of what they hear
· Instructor moves around to the different groups offering guidance as needed

	Independent Practice:
	· As an extension outside class or during another period, students research lyrics and music sources to create their own cloze passage activity to share with other members of the class

	Closure:
	· Place different stanzas (either from instructor list or from extension activity) at stations around the classroom and have groups rotate and identify the verb forms and their usages
· Return to whole class for discussion

	Evaluation: Students Self
	· Instructor makes informal observations of students’ demonstration of competence during the closure activity and gives feedback to class
· Create a quiz from the student-created cloze passages where students need to identify verb forms and usage patterns using contextual cues from the lyrics provided
